WHEREAS, the York County Board of Commissioners met at their regular meeting on January 26, 2010 to discuss the 
salary proposal submitted by the York County Clerk of the District Court regarding employment and duties of the Deputy Clerk 
of the District Court to the end of the fiscal year, June 30, 2010; and 

 
WHEREAS, the Board has been informed by the Clerk of the District Court that Deputy Clerk of the District Court, 

Mary Johnson has successfully fulfilled her term of probation; and 
 



WHEREAS, on August 25, 2009, salaries were set for the Deputy Clerk, Assessor, Treasurer at $18.39 per hour;  
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that from this date, January 26, 2010 to June 30, 2010, the salary for the 

Deputy Clerk of the District Court is hereby set at $18.39 per hour. 
 
Dated this 26th day of January, 2010. 
 
Clayton Friesen and Kevin Huebert came before the Board to discuss the condition of Road B from Henderson to the 

York/Fillmore county line (between Road 4 and 5). 
 
The concerns voiced were: 
1.  This is the most traveled road in South West York County, if not the most traveled county black top in the county.    

  2.  After the Christmas storm there was a county grader stuck on one ¼ mile section of road for over 8 hours.  It took a 
total of 2 or 3 graders to get him unstuck! 

3.  After the January 6/7 storm, the county did not give that same section of road any attention till over a week later.  
Had it not been for Circle five Feed Yards, who had opened one lane to keep the business moving, who knows how long it 
would have taken. 

4.  Kevin Huebert and myself have spoken several times about how dangerous that section of road is.  Numerous 
persons have landed in the ditch in my pasture and no one has noticed due to the steep slopes.  Kevin’s wife being one of them. 

Some of the solutions that the county could take! 
1.  Get the road crew out A.S.A.P I travel that road in to Clay County five days a week and have being doing it for over 

10 years, and Clay County roads are always clear, were York County roads are slick and snow packed. 
2.  Put wider shoulders on the road and a more gradual slope on the banks. 
3.  Put up snow fences. 
4.  Have the farmer leave 100 yards on the fields next to the roads unworked. 
Another major problem arises with the EMTS and the fire department, should a emergency arise in that part of the 

county! 
 
The matter was discussed with the Highway Superintendent and the Board.  It was suggested that this road be included 

in the 1 and 6 year road and bridge plan.  The Board thanked them for their time. 
 
General Assistance claims were reviewed: 
Case #10-02 was an emergency request for medication in the amount of $243.03.  This was approved on an emergency 

basis by Commissioners Brown and Neujahr. 
 
Moved by Bulgrin, seconded by Bredenkamp to approve Case #10-2 for medication payable to Pamida Pharmacy in the 

amount of $243.03; roll call: yeas, Bulgrin, Bredenkamp, Bergen and Neujahr; nays, none; Brown absent; motion carried. 
 
Moved by Bergen, seconded by Bulgrin, to approve Case #10-03 for utilities in the amount of $340.40 payable to Black 

Hills Energy in the amount of $209.60 and NPPD $130.80; roll call: yeas, Bergen, Bulgrin, Bredenkamp and Neujahr; nays, 
none; Brown absent; motion carried. 

 
Moved by Bredenkamp, seconded by Bulgrin to approve Case #10-04 for utilities payable to Black Hills Energy in the 

amount of $346.81; roll call: yeas, Bredenkamp, Bulgrin, Bergen and Neujahr; nays, none; Brown absent; motion carried. 
 
Moved by Bredenkamp, seconded by Bergen to approve Case #10-07 for rent payable to First Choice Property Mgmt., 

(landlord) in the amount of $380.00; roll call: yeas, Bredenkamp, Bergen, Bulgrin and Neujahr; nays, none; Brown absent; 
motion carried. 

 
The Department of Labor’s Wage and Hour Division has increased its enforcement of the Fair Labor Standards Act.  

NIRMA, York County’s risk loss manager is offering to provide an HR audit which would verify the exempt status of five 
positions by reviewing job descriptions; verify the accuracy of the county’s overtime payment practices; review the county’s 
recordkeeping obligations; review Form I-9s to verify accuracy and verify the county’s compliance with legally required 
employment law postings. 

 
Moved by Bulgrin, seconded by Bredenkamp to authorize the Chairman of the York County Board of Commissioners 

to sign an agreement with Spencer Fane Britt & Browne, LLP through Pam Bourne to conduct a wage and hour audit for the 
county; roll call: yeas, Bulgrin, Bredenkamp, Bergen and Neujahr; nays, none; Brown absent; motion carried. 

 
An Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant through the Nebraska Energy Office is being pursued.  Under the 

grant, the county could receive up to an 80% match to pay for purchase of a boiler and also for lighting updates to county 
property.  Neujahr stated that if we put more of our money into the mix, it would give us an advantage in the grant process. 

 
Moved by Bulgrin, seconded by Bredenkamp to do a 75% - 25% match on a grant application for lighting and heating 

system in the York County building properties; roll call: yeas, Bulgrin, Bredenkamp, Bergen and Neujahr; nays, none; Brown 
absent; motion carried. 

 
Mark Headrick came before the Board to present an insurance program through Federal Employee Benefits Insurance 

Plan.  He gave the Board an overview of the plan.  The Board will make a decision at the next board meeting. 
 
Doug Deprez presented his annual Noxious Weed report to the Board.  He asked that the Chairman sign the form so 

that it could be submitted to the State, however, “discuss and act” was not on the agenda.  Due to time restraints, it was 
determined that it was an emergency and needed to be acted upon at this board meeting. 

 
Moved by Bulgrin, seconded by Bergen to amend the agenda to “Discuss and Act on the annual report given by Doug 

Deprez because it is an emergency because that report is due on January 31, 2010;  roll call: yeas, Bulgrin, Bergen, 



Bredenkamp and Neujahr; nays, none; Brown absent; motion carried. 
 
Moved by Bulgrin, seconded by Bredenkamp that in the absence of the Chairman, to authorize the Vice Chairman to 

sign the report by the Weed Superintendent, Doug Deprez; roll call: yeas, Bulgrin, Bredenkamp, Bergen and Neujahr; nays, 
none; Brown absent; motion carried.  

 
Moved by Bulgrin, seconded by Bredenkamp to go into executive session at 10:35 a.m. on Tuesday, January 26, 2010 

to discuss personnel issues with County Highway Superintendent, Don Robb where no action will be taken; roll call: yeas, 
Bulgrin, Bredenkamp, Bergen and Neujahr; nays, none; Brown absent; motion carried. 

 
Moved by Bulgrin, seconded by Bergen to come out of executive session at 10:55 a.m. where no action was taken; roll 

call: yeas, Bulgrin, Bergen, Bredenkamp and Neujahr; nays, none; Brown absent; motion carried. 
 
The Board recessed at 10:57 to go into the Board of Equalization meeting. 
 
The Board reconvened at 12:28 p.m. 
 
Committee reports were given. 
 
County Sheriff, Dale Radcliff, submitted his October 2009 fee report in the amount of $3,487.04.  The report was 

reviewed and placed on file. 
 
The Board toured the County Jail and found it to be in good condition. 
 
The Chairman declared the meeting adjourned at 1:22 p.m.  The next meeting will be February 3, 2010 for a special 

meeting at 10:15 a.m. and on February 9, 2010 at 8:30 a.m. with Elected Officials/Department Heads; 9:20 a.m. with the 
General Assistance Administrator and 9:35 a.m. in the County Commissioners Room, lower level of the Courthouse for the 
regularly scheduled meeting.
